In deference to the long cherished ambition of Lord Guruvayurappan's devotees, the governing body of Arsha Dharma Parishad has, 
under the guidance of Temple Chief Thantri Brahmasri Puliyannoor Anujan Narayanan Nambudiripad, decided to conduct for the first 
time in the Uttara Guruvayurappan Temple in Mayur Vihar Phase – I, Delhi, the most powerful spiritual Yajnam “Vishnu Sahasranama 

th st ndKodi Archana” from Monday, the 6  October to Saturday, the 1  November 2025 followed by “Laksha Deeparchana” on Sunday, the 2  
November 2025.

The salient features and highlights of Vishnu Sahasranama Kodi Archana, involving 27 days of chanting names of Lord Vishnu by 
several Archakas (Priests), corresponding to as many number of Stars and offering floral submissions in worship is believed to usher 
in prosperity, peace, divine protection, removal of obstacles in one's life and enhancement of spiritual growth. In essence, the 
Vishnu Sahasranama Kodi Archana, being organized is a pious and powerful ritual, which can help with stress relief, promote 
cognitive abilities and emotional stability.

This most sacred ritual will be performed in respect of all the 27 Nakshatras daily, to facilitate devotees choose convenient days for 
booking their names with stars, as well as to ensure that cumulatively Archanas are performed for each star one crore times, during 
the course of Kodi Archana.  Devotees have also the additional benefits of getting performed in their names, several Sookthams such 
as Sarvaiswaryam, Aikamathyam, Mangalyam, Ashtothram, Bhagyam etc., during Kodi Archana. Devotees can also have the 
opportunity to book Special Udayasthamana Pooja for Lord Guruvayurappan to be conducted by Temple Thantri during the sessions 
of Kodi Archana.

Before the Kodi Archana commences, purification ceremonies such as “Praasada Sudhi” and “Bimba Sudhi” are performed in the 
Temple. While Praasada Sudhi denotes a ritual performed for cleansing the state of Sthoola Bhavam of the Lord, in other words, 
sanctifying the Deva Gruham (Temple precincts), the Bimba Sudhi involves purification rituals for the state of Sookshma Bhavam of 
the Lord, through Chathusudhi, Dhara, Panchagavyam and Panchagam, in that order. 

Each day's procedure encompasses Poorna Silver Kalasam, which symbolizes abundance, prosperity, spiritual purity, 
auspiciousness and divine grace, will be filled up amidst Vedic Chants with freshly prepared fragrant sandalwood paste and Kalasa 
Pooja performed by Thantri to the accompaniment of designated Vadyam 'Thimilappani' by expert percussionists before performing 
Vishnu Sahasranama Archana with Thulsi leaves and other permitted flowers in the names of devotees by a group of Archakas. The 
silverware Kalasam, thus worshipped day long, will be carried with recitals of mantras to the accompaniment of Panchavadyam in a 
procession around the Temple, for anointing the Deity of Lord Guruvayurappan by Thantri, during the Pantheeradi Pooja, the very next 

thday morning. This procedure is repeated all the 27 days, to conclude with “Laksha Deeparchana” in the evening of 28  day, falling on 
ndSunday, 2  November 2025. This traditional ritual does not remain just an adornment of Lord Guruvayurappan, but also embodies 

both aesthetic and spiritual ambience, symbolizing devotion and reverence, promoting a sense of sacredness and blessings to the 
participants.
